AN ACT Relating to transportation funding and appropriations;1
amending RCW 43.19.642, 46.20.385, 46.63.170, 46.68.113, 47.28.030,2
47.29.170, and 47.56.403; amending 2012 c 74 s 11 (uncodified);3
amending 2015 c ... s 11 (uncodified); amending 2014 c 222 ss 101,4
103, 104, 105, 201-205, 207-223, 301, 303-311, 401, 402, 404-407, and5
601 (uncodified); amending 2013 c 306 s 206 (uncodified); reenacting6
and amending RCW 46.18.060; adding a new section to 2013 c 3067
(uncodified); creating new sections; making appropriations and8
authorizing expenditures for capital improvements; providing an9
effective date; providing contingent effective dates; and declaring10
an emergency.11

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:12

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1.  (1) The transportation budget of the state14
is hereby adopted and, subject to the provisions set forth, the15
several amounts specified, or as much thereof as may be necessary to16
accomplish the purposes designated, are hereby appropriated from the17
several accounts and funds named to the designated state agencies and18
offices for employee compensation and other expenses, for capital19
projects, and for other specified purposes, including the payment of20
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any final judgments arising out of such activities, for the period1
ending June 30, 2017.2

(2) Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the3
definitions in this subsection apply throughout this act.4

(a) "Fiscal year 2016" or "FY 2016" means the fiscal year ending5
June 30, 2016.6

(b) "Fiscal year 2017" or "FY 2017" means the fiscal year ending7
June 30, 2017.8

(c) "FTE" means full-time equivalent.9
(d) "Lapse" or "revert" means the amount shall return to an10

unappropriated status.11
(e) "Provided solely" means the specified amount may be spent12

only for the specified purpose. Unless otherwise specifically13
authorized in this act, any portion of an amount provided solely for14
a specified purpose that is not expended subject to the specified15
conditions and limitations to fulfill the specified purpose shall16
lapse.17

(f) "Reappropriation" means appropriation and, unless the context18
clearly provides otherwise, is subject to the relevant conditions and19
limitations applicable to appropriations.20

(g) "LEAP" means the legislative evaluation and accountability21
program committee.22

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following24
conditions and limitations:25

(1) $100,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation is26
for the office of financial management, from amounts set aside out of27
statewide fuel taxes distributed to counties per RCW 46.68.120(3), to28
evaluate the concept of exchanging some amount of federal funds29
received by counties for state funds in order to reduce the30
administrative burden on counties associated with using federal funds31
on relatively small, locally administered projects. The analysis and32
findings must be done in consultation with the Washington state33
association of counties and the department of transportation.34
Preliminary findings, including a feasibility analysis and an outline35
of one or more conceptual approaches, must be produced by December 1,36
2015, and final recommendations, including implementation and timing37
details for any preferred approaches, must be submitted to the38

implementing the use of automated traffic safety cameras to detect16
speed violations within cities west of the Cascade mountains that17
have a population of more than one hundred ninety-five thousand and18
that are located in a county with a population of fewer than one19
million five hundred thousand. For the purposes of pilot projects in20
this subsection, no more than one automated traffic safety camera may21
be used to detect speed violations within any one jurisdiction.22

(a) The commission shall comply with RCW 46.63.170 in23
administering the pilot projects.24

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following25

conditions and limitations:26
(1)(a) $90,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation27

is for a study of the feasibility of constructing a military tribute28
bridge that spans Sinclair Inlet and that incorporates one or more29
decommissioned aircraft carriers. As a part of this study, the joint30
transportation committee must:31

(i) Determine the cost and process associated with the state's32
acquisition of a decommissioned aircraft carrier; and33

(ii) Identify potential engineering options for incorporating34
decommissioned aircraft carriers into a bridge.35
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(b) A report on the study must be submitted to the transportation1
committees of the legislature by December 1, 2015.2

(2)(a) $250,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation3
is for a consultant study of Washington state patrol recruitment and4
retention of troopers. The study must identify barriers to effective5
candidate recruitment, candidates' successful completion of training,6
and retention of trained troopers of various tenure. The study must7
provide:8

(i) An overview of current attrition rates;9
(ii) Options and strategies on reducing the average number of10

trooper positions that are vacant;11
(iii) Identification of best practices for recruitment and12

retention of law enforcement officers;13
(iv) Recommendations to improve existing recruitment and14

selection programs;15
(v) Recommendations for where salary and benefit adjustments16

should be targeted to most effectively address recruitment and17
retention challenges;18

(vi) Recommendations regarding changes to the training and19
education program; and20

(vii) Other recommendations for cost-effective personnel21
strategies.22

(b) The joint transportation committee shall issue a report of23
its findings to the house and senate transportation committees by24
December 14, 2015. The Washington state patrol shall work with the25
consultant to identify costs for each recommendation.26

(3)(a) $125,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation27
is for a study of Washington state weigh station planning, placement,28
and operations by the Washington state patrol and department of29
transportation as they relate to roadway safety and preservation. The30
study must:31

(i) Provide a high-level overview of commercial vehicle32
enforcement programs, with a focus on weigh stations, including both33
state and federal funding programs. This overview must include a34
description of how the Washington state patrol and department of35
transportation allocate these state and federal funds.36

(ii) Review Washington state patrol and department of37
transportation planning related to weigh station location and38
operation, and the extent to which their efforts complement,39
coordinate with, or overlap each other;40
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(iii) Identify best practices in the funding, placement, and1
operation of weigh stations;2

(iv) Review plans by the department of transportation and3
Washington state patrol to reopen a Federal Way area southbound weigh4
station; and5

(v) Recommend changes in state statutes, policy, or agency6
practices and rules to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of7
weigh station funding, placement, and operation, including potential8
savings to be achieved by adopting the changes.9

(b) The joint transportation committee must issue a report of its10
findings and recommendations to the house of representatives and11
senate transportation committees by December 14, 2015.12

(4)(a) $250,000 of the multimodal transportation account—state13
appropriation is for the joint transportation committee to coordinate14
a 2016 work group that will make recommendations on consolidating all15
rail safety and regulatory functions in Washington state into the16
utilities and transportation commission.17

(b) This work group must be composed of one representative from18
each of the following: (i) The utilities and transportation19
commission, (ii) the department of transportation, (iii) the20
department of labor and industries, (iv) the department of ecology,21
(v) the emergency management division of the state military22
department, (vi) the attorney general's office, (vii) a class 1 rail23
carrier, and (viii) a short line rail operator designated as a class24
2 or 3 carrier. The work group must also include two representatives25
from railroad operating craft labor organizations, and four members26
of the legislature with one member from each caucus of the house of27
representatives and one member from each caucus of the senate.28

(c) The 2016 work group's examination must include a review of29
information provided to the group pursuant to section 102 of this30
act. The 2016 work group must also examine other states' efforts to31
consolidate regulatory authority within a single agency and identify32
barriers to such consolidation in Washington.33

(d) By December 31, 2016, the joint transportation committee must34
provide a final report to the legislature summarizing the 2016 work35
group's findings, providing recommendations on how such a36
consolidation of all state rail safety and regulatory functions37
should occur, and including statutory revisions that may be necessary38
to accomplish this consolidation.39
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(5) $250,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation,1
from the cities' statewide fuel tax distributions under RCW2
46.68.110(2), is for a study to be conducted in 2016 to identify3
prominent road-rail conflicts, recommend a corridor-based4
prioritization process for addressing the impacts of projected5
increases in rail traffic, and identify areas of state public policy6
interest, such as the critical role of freight movement to the7
Washington economy and the state's competitiveness in world trade.8
The study must consider the results of the updated marine cargo9
forecast due to be delivered to the joint transportation committee on10
December 1, 2015. In conducting the study, the joint transportation11
committee must consult with the department of transportation, the12
freight mobility strategic investment board, the utilities and13
transportation commission, local governments, and other relevant14
stakeholders. The joint transportation committee must issue a report15
of its recommendations and findings by December 1, 2016.16

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following22
conditions and limitations:23

(1) Consistent with RCW 43.135.055, 47.60.290, and 47.60.315,24
during the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature authorizes the25
transportation commission to periodically review and, if necessary,26
adjust the schedule of fares for the Washington state ferry system27
only in amounts not greater than those sufficient to generate the28
amount of revenue required by the biennial transportation budget.29
When adjusting ferry fares, the commission must consider input from30
affected ferry users by public hearing and by review with the31
affected ferry advisory committees, in addition to the data gathered32
from the current ferry user survey.33

(2) Consistent with RCW 43.135.055 and 47.46.100, during the34
2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature authorizes the35
transportation commission to periodically review and, if necessary,36
adjust the schedule of toll charges applicable to the Tacoma Narrows37
bridge only in amounts not greater than those sufficient to support38
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(a) any required costs for operating and maintaining the toll bridge,1
including the cost of insurance, (b) any amount required by law to2
meet the redemption of bonds and applicable interest payments, and3
(c) repayment of the motor vehicle fund.4

(3) Consistent with RCW 43.135.055 and 47.56.880, during the5
2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature authorizes the6
transportation commission to set, periodically review, and, if7
necessary, adjust the schedule of toll charges applicable to the8
Interstate 405 express toll lanes.9

(4) $3,000,000 of the motor vehicle account—state appropriation10
is provided solely to implement a statewide road usage charge pilot11
project to test new methods of collecting a mileage-based fee as an12
alternative to the state fuel tax, evaluate potential capital and13
operating costs of such a system if implemented statewide in the14
future, and provide public outreach and gauge public attitudes toward15
a potential mileage-based fee system.16

(a)(i) The transportation commission shall reconvene the road17
usage charge steering committee authorized in chapter 222, Laws of18
2014 for fiscal year 2015, for the purpose of advising the commission19
in the design of the pilot project and assessment of public attitudes20
toward road usage charges. Membership of the steering committee must21
include, but is not limited to, members representing the following22
interests: The trucking industry; business; cities and counties;23
public transportation; environmental; user fee technology; auto and24
light truck manufacturers; and the motoring public. In addition, four25
legislators, including a member from each caucus of the senate,26
appointed by the president of the senate, and a member from each27
caucus of the house of representatives, appointed by the speaker of28
the house of representatives, must serve on the steering committee.29

(ii) The minimum pilot project design parameters are as follows:30
(A) The pilot project must include at least one thousand total31

participants;32
(B) The pilot project must be carried out in at least three33

geographic regions of the state, and must include rural residents34
such that their participation is representative of rural residents'35
share of the statewide population total, using the urban and rural36
classification by the United States census bureau in the most recent37
decennial census;38
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(C) The pilot project must include manual road usage charge1
reporting options, including one based on distance traveled and one2
based on a specified amount of time;3

(D) The pilot project must include an automated road usage charge4
recording and reporting option that utilizes wireless communications5
devices such as a smartphone; and6

(E) The pilot project may not include automated road usage charge7
reporting technologies that have been previously tested in Oregon8
state.9

(iii)(A) The commission shall develop and implement a public10
outreach and communications plan. The plan must:11

(I) Through independent surveys or focus groups, or both, assess12
public attitudes and opinions about road usage charges as a potential13
future alternative to the state gas tax, both before and after the14
pilot project; and15

(II) Provide public information and outreach about the pilot16
project including, but not limited to, public outreach and17
involvement in those regions of the state where the pilot project18
would be conducted.19

(B) For the purposes of accomplishing the objectives of this20
subsection (4)(a), the commission may use funds appropriated to it21
elsewhere for the purposes of statewide surveys.22

(iv) The commission shall convene and coordinate a technical23
working group to oversee the statewide pilot project. At a minimum,24
the working group must include representatives of the department of25
licensing, the department of transportation, and the office of the26
state treasurer.27

(v) The commission shall engage a public research university to28
conduct an independent evaluation of the results of the pilot29
project. Based on evaluation criteria to be established by the road30
usage charge steering committee, the independent evaluator shall31
assess the results of the pilot project and, no later than one32
hundred twenty days after the conclusion of the pilot project,33
present a final report to the road usage charge steering committee34
and the transportation commission.35

(b) Based on the results of the pilot project, the commission36
shall evaluate potential capital and operating costs of such a system37
if implemented statewide in the future, and refine the financial38
analysis previously conducted with respect to a potential road usage39
charge system.40
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(c) The commission must provide periodic reports to the1
governor's office and the house of representatives and senate2
transportation committees, and a final report no later than one3
hundred eighty days after the conclusion of the pilot project.4

(d) The commission shall coordinate with the department of5
transportation to jointly pursue any federal or other funds that are6
or might become available and eligible for road usage charge pilot7
projects. If such funds are obtained, the commission shall prioritize8
the funding to first expand the pilot project to include additional9
geographic areas of the state, including necessary public10
involvement, and then to test interjurisdictional issues related to11
road usage charges as applied to out-of-state drivers.12

Washington state patrol must be reimbursed for the use of the vehicle6
at the prevailing state employee rate for mileage and hours of usage,7
subject to guidelines developed by the chief of the Washington state8
patrol.9

IMPLEMENTING PROVISIONS13

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 601.  FUND TRANSFERS14
(1) The transportation 2003 projects or improvements and the 200515

transportation partnership projects or improvements are listed in the16
LEAP list titled 2015-1 as developed March 29, 2015, which consists17
of a list of specific projects by fund source and amount over a ten-18
year period. Current fiscal biennium funding for each project is a19
line-item appropriation, while the outer year funding allocations20
represent a ten-year plan. The department is expected to use the21
flexibility provided in this section to assist in the delivery and22
completion of all transportation partnership account and23
transportation 2003 account (nickel account) projects on the LEAP24
transportation documents referenced in this act. However, this25
section does not apply to the I-5/Columbia River Crossing project26
(400506A). For the 2013-2015 and 2015-2017 project appropriations,27
unless otherwise provided in this act, the director of financial28
management may authorize a transfer of appropriation authority29
between projects funded with transportation 2003 account (nickel30
account) appropriations, or transportation partnership account31
appropriations, in order to manage project spending and efficiently32
deliver all projects in the respective program under the following33
conditions and limitations:34

(a) Transfers may only be made within each specific fund source35
referenced on the respective project list;36
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(b) Transfers from a project may not be made as a result of the1
reduction of the scope of a project or be made to support increases2
in the scope of a project;3

(c) Each transfer between projects may only occur if the director4
of financial management finds that any resulting change will not5
hinder the completion of the projects as approved by the legislature.6
Until the legislature reconvenes to consider the 2016 supplemental7
omnibus transportation appropriations act, any unexpended 2013-20158
appropriation balance as approved by the office of financial9
management, in consultation with the legislative staff of the house10
of representatives and senate transportation committees, may be11
considered when transferring funds between projects;12

(d) Transfers from a project may be made if the funds13
appropriated to the project are in excess of the amount needed to14
complete the project;15

(e) Transfers may not occur for projects not identified on the16
applicable project list;17

(f) Transfers may not be made while the legislature is in18
session; and19

(g) Transfers between projects may be made, without the approval20
of the director of the office of financial management, by the21
department of transportation until the transfer amount by project22
exceeds two hundred fifty thousand dollars, or ten percent of the23
total project, whichever is less. These transfers must be reported24
quarterly to the director of financial management and the chairs of25
the house of representatives and senate transportation committees.26

(2) At the time the department submits a request to transfer27
funds under this section, a copy of the request must be submitted to28
the transportation committees of the legislature.29

(3) The office of financial management shall work with30
legislative staff of the house of representatives and senate31
transportation committees to review the requested transfers in a32
timely manner.33

(4) The office of financial management shall document approved34
transfers and schedule changes in the transportation executive35
information system, compare changes to the legislative baseline36
funding and schedules identified by project identification number37
identified in the LEAP transportation documents referenced in this38
act, and transmit revised project lists to chairs of the39
transportation committees of the legislature on a quarterly basis.40
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NEW SECTION.  Sec. 602.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION1
As part of its 2016 supplemental budget submittal, the department2

shall provide a report to the legislature and the office of financial3
management that:4

(1) Identifies, by capital project, the amount of state funding5
that has been reappropriated from the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium into6
the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium; and7

(2) Identifies, for each project, the amount of cost savings or8
increases in funding that have been identified as compared to the9
2015 enacted omnibus transportation appropriations act.10

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 603.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION11
(1) The department shall submit a report to the transportation12

committees of the legislature detailing engineering errors on highway13
construction projects resulting in project cost increases in excess14
of one hundred thousand dollars. The department must submit a full15
report within ninety days of the negotiated change order resulting16
from the engineering error.17

(2) The department's full report must include an assessment and18
review of:19

(a) How the engineering error happened;20
(b) The department of the employee or employees responsible for21

the engineering error, without disclosing the name of the employee or22
employees;23

(c) What corrective action was taken;24
(d) The estimated total cost of the engineering error and how the25

department plans to mitigate that cost;26
(e) Whether the cost of the engineering error will impact the27

overall project financial plan; and28
(f) What action the secretary has recommended to avoid similar29

engineering errors in the future.30

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 604.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION31
The department of transportation may provide up to $3,000,000 in32

toll credits to Kitsap Transit for its role in passenger-only ferry33
service and ferry corridor-related projects. The number of toll34
credits provided must be equal to, but no more than, the number35
sufficient to meet federal match requirements for grant funding for36
passenger-only ferry service, but must not exceed the amount37
authorized in this section.38

capital construction account, multimodal transportation account,6

(1) Effective June 1, 2006, for agencies complying with the29
ultra-low sulfur diesel mandate of the United States environmental30
protection agency for on-highway diesel fuel, agencies shall use31
biodiesel as an additive to ultra-low sulfur diesel for lubricity,32
provided that the use of a lubricity additive is warranted and that33
the use of biodiesel is comparable in performance and cost with other34
available lubricity additives. The amount of biodiesel added to the35
ultra-low sulfur diesel fuel shall be not less than two percent.36
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(2) Except as provided in subsection (5) of this section,1
effective June 1, 2009, state agencies are required to use a minimum2
of twenty percent biodiesel as compared to total volume of all diesel3
purchases made by the agencies for the operation of the agencies'4
diesel-powered vessels, vehicles, and construction equipment.5

(3) All state agencies using biodiesel fuel shall, beginning on6
July 1, 2006, file biannual reports with the department of enterprise7
services documenting the use of the fuel and a description of how any8
problems encountered were resolved.9

(4) By December 1, 2009, the department of enterprise services10
shall:11

(a) Report to the legislature on the average true price12
differential for biodiesel by blend and location; and13

(b) Examine alternative fuel procurement methods that work to14
address potential market barriers for in-state biodiesel producers15
and report these findings to the legislature.16

(5) During the 2011-2013 ((and)), 2013-2015, and 2015-2017 fiscal17
biennia, the Washington state ferries is required to use a minimum of18
five percent biodiesel as compared to total volume of all diesel19
purchases made by the Washington state ferries for the operation of20
the Washington state ferries diesel-powered vessels, as long as the21
price of a B5 biodiesel blend does not exceed the price of22
conventional diesel fuel by five percent or more.23

Sec. 703.  RCW 46.20.385 and 2013 2nd sp.s. c 35 s 20 are each32
amended to read as follows:33

(1)(a) Beginning January 1, 2009, any person licensed under this34
chapter who is convicted of a violation of RCW 46.61.502 or 46.61.50435
or an equivalent local or out-of-state statute or ordinance, or a36
violation of RCW 46.61.520(1)(a) or 46.61.522(1)(b), or who has had37
or will have his or her license suspended, revoked, or denied under38
RCW 46.20.3101, or who is otherwise permitted under subsection (8) of39
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this section, may submit to the department an application for an1
ignition interlock driver's license. The department, upon receipt of2
the prescribed fee and upon determining that the petitioner is3
eligible to receive the license, may issue an ignition interlock4
driver's license.5

operates. For the purposes of this subsection (1)(c)(iii), the term5
"all vehicles" does not include vehicles that would be subject to the6
employer exception under RCW 46.20.720(3).7

(2) An applicant for an ignition interlock driver's license who8
qualifies under subsection (1) of this section is eligible to receive9
a license only if the applicant files satisfactory proof of financial10
responsibility under chapter 46.29 RCW.11

(3) Upon receipt of evidence that a holder of an ignition12
interlock driver's license granted under this subsection no longer13
has a functioning ignition interlock device installed on all vehicles14
operated by the driver, the director shall give written notice by15
first-class mail to the driver that the ignition interlock driver's16
license shall be canceled. If at any time before the cancellation17
goes into effect the driver submits evidence that a functioning18
ignition interlock device has been installed on all vehicles operated19
by the driver, the cancellation shall be stayed. If the cancellation20
becomes effective, the driver may obtain, at no additional charge, a21
new ignition interlock driver's license upon submittal of evidence22
that a functioning ignition interlock device has been installed on23
all vehicles operated by the driver.24

(4) A person aggrieved by the decision of the department on the25
application for an ignition interlock driver's license may request a26
hearing as provided by rule of the department.27

(5) The director shall cancel an ignition interlock driver's28
license after receiving notice that the holder thereof has been29
convicted of operating a motor vehicle in violation of its30
restrictions, no longer meets the eligibility requirements, or has31
been convicted of or found to have committed a separate offense or32
any other act or omission that under this chapter would warrant33
suspension or revocation of a regular driver's license. The34
department must give notice of the cancellation as provided under RCW35
46.20.245. A person whose ignition interlock driver's license has36
been canceled under this section may reapply for a new ignition37
interlock driver's license if he or she is otherwise qualified under38
this section and pays the fee required under RCW 46.20.380.39
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(6)(a) Except as provided in this subsection (6)(a), unless costs1
are waived by the ignition interlock company or the person is2
indigent under RCW 10.101.010, the applicant shall pay the cost of3
installing, removing, and leasing the ignition interlock device and4
shall pay an additional fee of twenty dollars per month, or twenty-5
five dollars per month during the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium. Payments6
shall be made directly to the ignition interlock company. The company7
shall remit the additional ((twenty dollar)) fee to the department.8

(b) The department shall deposit the proceeds of the ((twenty9
dollar)) fee under (a) of this subsection into the ignition interlock10
device revolving account. Expenditures from the account may be used11
only to administer and operate the ignition interlock device12
revolving account program. The department shall adopt rules to13
provide monetary assistance according to greatest need and when funds14
are available.15

(7) The department shall adopt rules to implement ignition16
interlock licensing. The department shall consult with the17
administrative office of the courts, the state patrol, the Washington18
association of sheriffs and police chiefs, ignition interlock19
companies, and any other organization or entity the department deems20
appropriate.21

(8)(a) Any person licensed under this chapter who is convicted of22
a violation of RCW 46.61.500 when the charge was originally filed as23
a violation of RCW 46.61.502 or 46.61.504, or an equivalent local24
ordinance, may submit to the department an application for an25
ignition interlock driver's license under this section.26

(b) A person who does not have any driver's license under this27
chapter, but who would otherwise be eligible under this section to28
apply for an ignition interlock license, may submit to the department29
an application for an ignition interlock license. The department may30
require the person to take any driver's licensing examination under31
this chapter and may require the person to also apply and qualify for32
a temporary restricted driver's license under RCW 46.20.391.33

Sec. 704.  RCW 46.63.170 and 2013 c 306 s 711 are each amended to34
read as follows:35

(1) The use of automated traffic safety cameras for issuance of36
notices of infraction is subject to the following requirements:37

(a) The appropriate local legislative authority must prepare an38
analysis of the locations within the jurisdiction where automated39
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traffic safety cameras are proposed to be located: (i) Before1
enacting an ordinance allowing for the initial use of automated2
traffic safety cameras; and (ii) before adding additional cameras or3
relocating any existing camera to a new location within the4
jurisdiction. Automated traffic safety cameras may be used to detect5
one or more of the following: Stoplight, railroad crossing, or school6
speed zone violations. At a minimum, the local ordinance must contain7
the restrictions described in this section and provisions for public8
notice and signage. Cities and counties using automated traffic9
safety cameras before July 24, 2005, are subject to the restrictions10
described in this section, but are not required to enact an11
authorizing ordinance. Beginning one year after June 7, 2012, cities12
and counties using automated traffic safety cameras must post an13
annual report of the number of traffic accidents that occurred at14
each location where an automated traffic safety camera is located as15
well as the number of notices of infraction issued for each camera16
and any other relevant information about the automated traffic safety17
cameras that the city or county deems appropriate on the city's or18
county's web site.19

(b) Use of automated traffic safety cameras is restricted to the20
following locations only: (i) Intersections of two arterials with21
traffic control signals that have yellow change interval durations in22
accordance with RCW 47.36.022, which interval durations may not be23
reduced after placement of the camera; (ii) railroad crossings; and24
(iii) school speed zones.25

(c) During the ((2011-2013 and)) 2013-2015 and 2015-2017 fiscal26
biennia, automated traffic safety cameras may be used to detect speed27
violations for the purposes of ((section 201(2), chapter 367, Laws of28
2011 and)) section 201(4), chapter 306, Laws of 2013 and section29
201(1) of this act if the local legislative authority first enacts an30
ordinance authorizing the use of cameras to detect speed violations.31

(d) Automated traffic safety cameras may only take pictures of32
the vehicle and vehicle license plate and only while an infraction is33
occurring. The picture must not reveal the face of the driver or of34
passengers in the vehicle. The primary purpose of camera placement is35
to take pictures of the vehicle and vehicle license plate when an36
infraction is occurring. Cities and counties shall consider37
installing cameras in a manner that minimizes the impact of camera38
flash on drivers.39
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(e) A notice of infraction must be mailed to the registered owner1
of the vehicle within fourteen days of the violation, or to the2
renter of a vehicle within fourteen days of establishing the renter's3
name and address under subsection (3)(a) of this section. The law4
enforcement officer issuing the notice of infraction shall include5
with it a certificate or facsimile thereof, based upon inspection of6
photographs, microphotographs, or electronic images produced by an7
automated traffic safety camera, stating the facts supporting the8
notice of infraction. This certificate or facsimile is prima facie9
evidence of the facts contained in it and is admissible in a10
proceeding charging a violation under this chapter. The photographs,11
microphotographs, or electronic images evidencing the violation must12
be available for inspection and admission into evidence in a13
proceeding to adjudicate the liability for the infraction. A person14
receiving a notice of infraction based on evidence detected by an15
automated traffic safety camera may respond to the notice by mail.16

(f) The registered owner of a vehicle is responsible for an17
infraction under RCW 46.63.030(1)(d) unless the registered owner18
overcomes the presumption in RCW 46.63.075, or, in the case of a19
rental car business, satisfies the conditions under subsection (3) of20
this section. If appropriate under the circumstances, a renter21
identified under subsection (3)(a) of this section is responsible for22
an infraction.23

(g) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, all photographs,24
microphotographs, or electronic images prepared under this section25
are for the exclusive use of law enforcement in the discharge of26
duties under this section and are not open to the public and may not27
be used in a court in a pending action or proceeding unless the28
action or proceeding relates to a violation under this section. No29
photograph, microphotograph, or electronic image may be used for any30
purpose other than enforcement of violations under this section nor31
retained longer than necessary to enforce this section.32

(h) All locations where an automated traffic safety camera is33
used must be clearly marked at least thirty days prior to activation34
of the camera by placing signs in locations that clearly indicate to35
a driver that he or she is entering a zone where traffic laws are36
enforced by an automated traffic safety camera. Signs placed in37
automated traffic safety camera locations after June 7, 2012, must38
follow the specifications and guidelines under the manual of uniform39
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traffic control devices for streets and highways as adopted by the1
department of transportation under chapter 47.36 RCW.2

(i) If a county or city has established an authorized automated3
traffic safety camera program under this section, the compensation4
paid to the manufacturer or vendor of the equipment used must be5
based only upon the value of the equipment and services provided or6
rendered in support of the system, and may not be based upon a7
portion of the fine or civil penalty imposed or the revenue generated8
by the equipment.9

(2) Infractions detected through the use of automated traffic10
safety cameras are not part of the registered owner's driving record11
under RCW 46.52.101 and 46.52.120. Additionally, infractions12
generated by the use of automated traffic safety cameras under this13
section shall be processed in the same manner as parking infractions,14
including for the purposes of RCW 3.50.100, 35.20.220, 46.16A.120,15
and 46.20.270(((3))) (2). The amount of the fine issued for an16
infraction generated through the use of an automated traffic safety17
camera shall not exceed the amount of a fine issued for other parking18
infractions within the jurisdiction. However, the amount of the fine19

(a) A statement under oath stating the name and known mailing31

(5) For the purposes of this section, "automated traffic safety10
camera" means a device that uses a vehicle sensor installed to work11
in conjunction with an intersection traffic control system, a12
railroad grade crossing control system, or a speed measuring device,13
and a camera synchronized to automatically record one or more14
sequenced photographs, microphotographs, or electronic images of the15
rear of a motor vehicle at the time the vehicle fails to stop when16
facing a steady red traffic control signal or an activated railroad17
grade crossing control signal, or exceeds a speed limit in a school18
speed zone as detected by a speed measuring device. During the19

(6) During the 2011-2013 and 2013-2015 fiscal biennia, this25
section does not apply to automated traffic safety cameras for the26
purposes of section 216(5), chapter 367, Laws of 2011 and section27
216(6), chapter 306, Laws of 2013.28

(2) The rules adopted under this section:32
(a) Shall provide for competitive bids to the extent that33

(b) Need not require the furnishing of a bid deposit nor a37
performance bond, but if a performance bond is not required then38
progress payments to the contractor may be required to be made based39

(c) May establish prequalification standards and procedures as an4
alternative to those set forth in RCW 47.28.070, but the5
prequalification standards and procedures under RCW 47.28.070 shall6
always be sufficient.7

(4)(a) For the period of March 15, 2014, through June 30,15

(iv) A review of the department's vessel maintenance,29
preservation, and improvement program contracting process and30
contractual requirements;31

(v) The costs compared to benefits of allowing for increased32
costs associated with expedited delivery;33

(vi) A method for comparing the anticipated out-of-service time34
of proposed projects and other projects planned during the same35
construction period;36

(vii) Coordination with required United States coast guard dry37
dockings;38
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(viii) A method for comparing how proposed projects relate to the1
service requirements of the route on which the vessel normally2
operates; and3

(ix) A method for evaluating the ongoing maintenance and4
preservation costs associated with proposed improvement projects.5

Before accepting any unsolicited project proposals, the8
commission must adopt rules to facilitate the acceptance, review,9
evaluation, and selection of unsolicited project proposals.

IMPLEMENTING PROVISIONS11

Sec. 1201.  2014 c 222 s 601 (uncodified) is amended to read as12
follows:13
FUND TRANSFERS14

(1) The transportation 2003 projects or improvements and the 200515
transportation partnership projects or improvements are listed in the16
LEAP list titled ((2014-1)) 2015-1 as developed March ((10, 2014))17
29, 2015, which consists of a list of specific projects by fund18
source and amount over a ten-year period. Current fiscal biennium19
funding for each project is a line-item appropriation, while the20
outer year funding allocations represent a ten-year plan. The21
department is expected to use the flexibility provided in this22
section to assist in the delivery and completion of all23
transportation partnership account and transportation 2003 account24
(nickel account) projects on the LEAP transportation documents25
referenced in this act. However, this section does not apply to the26
I-5/Columbia River Crossing project (400506A). For the 2011-2013 and27
2013-2015 project appropriations, unless otherwise provided in this28
act, the director of financial management may authorize a transfer of29
appropriation authority between projects funded with transportation30
2003 account (nickel account) appropriations, or transportation31
partnership account appropriations, in order to manage project32
spending and efficiently deliver all projects in the respective33
program under the following conditions and limitations:34

(a) Transfers may only be made within each specific fund source35
referenced on the respective project list;36
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(b) Transfers from a project may not be made as a result of the1
reduction of the scope of a project or be made to support increases2
in the scope of a project;3

(c) Each transfer between projects may only occur if the director4
of financial management finds that any resulting change will not5
hinder the completion of the projects as approved by the legislature.6
Until the legislature reconvenes to consider the 2014 supplemental7
omnibus transportation appropriations act, any unexpended 2011-20138
appropriation balance as approved by the office of financial9
management, in consultation with the legislative staff of the house10
of representatives and senate transportation committees, may be11
considered when transferring funds between projects;12

(d) Transfers from a project may be made if the funds13
appropriated to the project are in excess of the amount needed to14
complete the project;15

(e) Transfers may not occur for projects not identified on the16
applicable project list;17

(f) Transfers may not be made while the legislature is in18
session; and19

(g) Transfers between projects may be made, without the approval20
of the director of the office of financial management, by the21
department of transportation until the transfer amount by project22
exceeds two hundred fifty thousand dollars, or ten percent of the23
total project, whichever is less. These transfers must be reported24
quarterly to the director of financial management and the chairs of25
the house of representatives and senate transportation committees.26

(2) At the time the department submits a request to transfer27
funds under this section, a copy of the request must be submitted to28
the transportation committees of the legislature.29

(3) The office of financial management shall work with30
legislative staff of the house of representatives and senate31
transportation committees to review the requested transfers in a32
timely manner.33

(4) The office of financial management shall document approved34
transfers and schedule changes in the transportation executive35
information system, compare changes to the legislative baseline36
funding and schedules identified by project identification number37
identified in the LEAP transportation documents referenced in this38
act, and transmit revised project lists to chairs of the39
transportation committees of the legislature on a quarterly basis.40

(uncodified) to read as follows:2

The appropriations to the department of transportation in chapter3
222, Laws of 2014 and this act must be expended for the programs and4
in the amounts specified in this act. However, after May 1, 2015,5
unless specifically prohibited, the department may transfer state6
appropriations for the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium among operating7
programs after approval by the director of the office of financial8
management. However, the department shall not transfer state moneys9
that are provided solely for a specific purpose. The department shall10
not transfer funds, and the director of the office of financial11
management shall not approve the transfer, unless the transfer is12
consistent with the objective of conserving, to the maximum extent13
possible, the expenditure of state funds and not federal funds.
