(7) The juvenile courts and administrative office of the courts18
shall collect and distribute information related to program outcome19
and provide access to these data systems to the juvenile20
rehabilitation administration and Washington state institute for21
public policy. The agreements between administrative office of the22
courts, the juvenile courts, and the juvenile rehabilitation23
administration shall be executed to ensure that the juvenile24
rehabilitation administration receives the data that the juvenile25
rehabilitation administration identifies as needed to comply with26
this subsection.

(v) A process for communicating with parents and guardians about26
their rights under federal and state law to be provided with27
accessible information that allows them to make informed choices28
regarding their child's education and how to access the resources and29
services available to them.30

(b) Within the amounts provided in this subsection, the office of31
the superintendent of public instruction shall:32

(i) Convene an advisory committee with representatives of33
parents, school administrators, school principals, classified and34
certificated staff, and other appropriate parties with interest in35
language access for limited-English parents to develop sample36
materials for school districts to disseminate to both school37
employees and parents regarding parents' rights under the model38
policy developed by the Washington state school directors'39
association and the resources available to assist parents and40
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guardians in accessing the services available to them. The sample1
materials must be developed by July 1, 2016;2

(ii) Maintain and have available upon request a list of school3
districts that have and have not adopted the Washington state school4
directors' association's model policy;5

(iii) Adopt rules regarding school districts' communication of6
the language access policy and procedure to parents, students,7
employees, and volunteers; and8

(iv) Publish to the agency web site a listing of language access9
services providers available to school districts, including but not10
limited to, the telephonic, in-person, or video-remote interpreter11
services vendors on contract with the state of Washington, including12
contact information and training programs that are available to13
support school districts in preparing employees for how to access and14
effectively use an interpreter.15

(c) Within the amounts provided in this subsection, the office of16
the superintendent of public instruction shall:17

(i) Assist school districts in implementing evidence-based18
practices to reduce racial disparities in student discipline and the19
use of exclusionary discipline; and20

(ii) Convene an advisory committee with representatives of21
parents, school administrators, school principals, classified and22
certificated staff, state and local agency officials, and other23
appropriate parties with interest and expertise in student discipline24
and school culture. The advisory committee is to collaborate across25
systems, coordinate efforts and messaging, understand how each system26
works, understand how each system overlaps, and plan systems of27
support for students.28

(6) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2016 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the ongoing work of the31
education opportunity gap oversight and accountability committee.32

(7) $61,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal33
year 2016 and $61,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for34
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the implementation of35
chapter 380, Laws of 2009 (enacting the interstate compact on36
educational opportunity for military children).37

(8) $131,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal38
year 2016 and $131,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for39
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fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the implementation of1
Initiative Measure No. 1240 (charter schools) and state-tribal2
education compacts authorized under RCW 28A.715.010.3

(9) $1,802,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal4
year 2016 and $1,802,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementing a comprehensive6
data system to include financial, student, and educator data,7
including development and maintenance of the comprehensive education8
data and research system (CEDARS).9

(10) $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2016 and $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for project citizen, a program12
sponsored by the national conference of state legislatures and the13
center for civic education to promote participation in government by14
middle school students.15

(11) $1,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for16
fiscal year 2016 and $1,500,000 of the general fund—state17
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for18
collaborative schools for innovation and success authorized under19
chapter 53, Laws of 2012. The office of the superintendent of public20
instruction shall award $500,000 per year in funding for each21
collaborative school for innovation and success selected for22
participation in the pilot program during 2012.23

(12) $123,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2016 and $123,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of chapter26
163, Laws of 2012 (foster care outcomes). The office of the27
superintendent of public instruction shall annually report each28
December on the implementation of the state's plan of cross-system29
collaboration to promote educational stability and improve education30
outcomes of foster youth.31

(13) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2016 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of chapter34
178, Laws of 2012 (open K-12 education resources).35

(14) $93,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2016 and $93,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for chapter 185, Laws of 201138
(bullying prevention), which requires the office of the39
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superintendent of public instruction to convene an ongoing workgroup1
on school bullying and harassment prevention. Within the amounts2
provided, $140,000 is for youth suicide prevention activities.3

(15) $14,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal4
year 2016 and $14,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of chapter6
242, Laws of 2013 (state-tribal education compacts).7

(16) $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2016 and $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for9
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for competitive grants to school10
districts to increase the capacity of high schools to offer AP11
computer science courses. In making grant allocations, the office of12
the superintendent of public instruction must give priority to13
schools and districts in rural areas, with substantial enrollment of14
low-income students, and that do not offer AP computer science.15
School districts may apply to receive either or both of the following16
grants:17

(a) A grant to establish partnerships to support computer science18
professionals from private industry serving on a voluntary basis as19
coinstructors along with a certificated teacher, including via20
synchronous video, for AP computer science courses; or21

(b) A grant to purchase or upgrade technology and curriculum22
needed for AP computer science, as well as provide opportunities for23
professional development for classroom teachers to have the requisite24
knowledge and skills to teach AP computer science.25

(17) $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2016 and $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for27
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the superintendent of public28
instruction to convene a committee for the selection and recognition29
of Washington innovative schools. The committee shall select and30
recognize Washington innovative schools based on the selection31
criteria established by the office of the superintendent of public32
instruction, in accordance with chapter 202, Laws of 2011 (innovation33
schools—recognition) and chapter 260, Laws of 2011 (innovation34
schools and zones).35

(18) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2016 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the Mobius science center to38
expand mobile outreach of science, technology, engineering, and39
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mathematics (STEM) education to students in rural, tribal, and low-1
income communities.2

(19) $59,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2016 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of4
public instruction to convene a task force to design a performance-5
based assistance and accountability system for the transitional6
bilingual instruction program. The office must submit a report with7
recommendations from the task force to the education and fiscal8
committees of the legislature by January 15, 2016.9

(20) $131,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2016 and $131,000 of general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2017 are provided solely for the office of the superintendent of12
public instruction to perform on-going program reviews of alternative13
learning experience programs and dropout reengagement programs. The14
amounts provided in this subsection are sufficient for the office of15
the superintendent of public instruction to conduct ongoing16
consolidated program reviews of alternative learning experience17
programs and dropout reengagement programs established under chapter18
20, Laws of 2010. The office of the superintendent of public19
instruction shall include alternative learning education and dropout20
reengagement programs in its ongoing consolidated program reviews, as21
well as provide outreach and training to school districts regarding22
implementation of the programs. Findings from the program reviews23
will be used to support and prioritize the office of the24
superintendent of public instruction outreach and education efforts25
that assist school districts in implementing the programs in26
accordance with statute and legislative intent, as well as to support27
financial and performance audit work conducted by the office of the28
state auditor.29

(21) $31,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal30
year 2016 and (($55,000)) $305,000 of the general fund—state31
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the office32
of the superintendent of public instruction for statewide33
implementation of career and technical education course equivalency34
frameworks authorized under RCW 28A.700.070 for math and science.35
This may include development of additional equivalency course36
frameworks, course performance assessments, and professional37
development for districts implementing the new frameworks. At least38
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two of the science course frameworks must be in environmental1
science.2

(22) $142,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2016 and $142,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of chapter5
103, Laws of 2014 (Substitute Senate Bill No. 6431) (youth suicide6
prevention).7

(23) $208,000 of the performance audits of government account—8
state appropriation is provided solely to address additional audit9
resolutions and appeals in the alternative learning experience10
programs.11

(24) $2,541,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2016 and $2,541,000 of the general fund—state13
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for a corps of14
nurses located at educational service districts, as determined by the15
superintendent of public instruction, to be dispatched to the most16
needy schools to provide direct care to students, health education,17
and training for school staff.18

(25) $210,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2016 and $210,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for20
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for a nonviolence and leadership21
training program provided by the institute for community leadership.22

(26) $1,221,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for23
fiscal year 2016 and $1,221,000 of the general fund—state24
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for K-2025
telecommunications network technical support in the K-12 sector to26
prevent system failures and avoid interruptions in school utilization27
of the data processing and video-conferencing capabilities of the28
network. These funds may be used to purchase engineering and advanced29
technical support for the network.30

(27) $2,549,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for31
fiscal year 2016 and (($3,360,000)) $3,940,000 of the general fund—32
state appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the33
Washington state achievers scholarship and Washington higher34
education readiness program. The funds shall be used to: Support35
community involvement officers that recruit, train, and match36
community volunteer mentors with students selected as achievers37
scholars; and to identify and reduce barriers to college for low-38
income and underserved middle and high school students.39
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(28) $1,354,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for1
fiscal year 2016 and $1,354,000 of the general fund—state2
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for3
contracting with a college scholarship organization with expertise in4
conducting outreach to students concerning eligibility for the5
Washington college bound scholarship consistent with chapter 405,6
Laws of 2007.7

(29) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2016, (($1,000,000)) $1,500,000 of the general fund—state9
appropriation for fiscal year 2017, and $762,000 of the dedicated10
marijuana account—state appropriation are provided solely for dropout11
prevention, intervention, and reengagement programs, including the12
jobs for America's graduates (JAG) program, dropout prevention13
programs that provide student mentoring, and the building bridges14
statewide program. Starting in school year 2014-15, students in the15
foster care system or who are homeless shall be given priority by16
districts offering the jobs for America's graduates program. The17
office of the superintendent of public instruction shall convene18
staff representatives from high schools to meet and share best19
practices for dropout prevention. Of these amounts, $251,000 of the20
dedicated marijuana account—state appropriation for fiscal year 2016,21
and $511,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state appropriation22
for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the building bridges23
statewide program.24

(30) $2,654,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2016 and $2,984,000 of the general fund—state26
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the27
Washington kindergarten inventory of developing skills. State funding28
shall support the statewide administration of the inventory under RCW29
28A.655.080(1) and the one-time implementation and training grants30
under RCW 28A.655.080(3) for schools implementing the inventory for31
the first time in the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium.32

(31) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal33
year 2016 and $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for34
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely to subsidize advanced placement35
exam fees and international baccalaureate class fees and exam fees36
for low-income students. To be eligible for the subsidy, a student37
must be either enrolled or eligible to participate in the federal38
free or reduced-price lunch program, and the student must have39
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maximized the allowable federal contribution. The office of the1
superintendent of public instruction shall set the subsidy in an2
amount so that the advanced placement exam fee does not exceed $15.003
and the combined class and exam fee for the international4
baccalaureate does not exceed $14.50.5

(32) $293,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal6
year 2016 and $293,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for7
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the office of the8
superintendent of public instruction to support district9
implementation of comprehensive guidance and planning programs10
consistent with RCW 28A.600.045.11

(33) $2,864,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2016 and $3,758,000 of the general fund—state13
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for14
implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 154615
(dual credit education opportunities).16

(34) $161,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2016 and $54,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the superintendent of public19
instruction to convene a workgroup to recommend comprehensive20
benchmarks for developmentally appropriate interpersonal and21
decision-making knowledge and skills of social and emotional learning22
for grades kindergarten through high school that build upon what is23
being done in early learning. The workgroup shall submit24
recommendations to the education committees of the legislature, and25
the office of the governor by October 1, 2016.26

(35) $122,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2016 and $117,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for28
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 329
(SHB No. 1813), Laws of 2015 1st sp. sess. (computer science).30

(36)(a) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for31
fiscal year 2016 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation32
for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the office of the33
superintendent of public instruction to implement a K-12 dual34
language expansion grant program to build and expand well-35
implemented, sustainable dual language programs and create state-36
level infrastructure dedicated to dual language instruction.37

(b) The superintendent shall award grants to pairs of school38
districts for periods of two years. Each awarded pair must have one39
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district with an established dual language program with a plan for1
expansion, and another district with the desire to implement a new2
dual language program.3

(c) Grant funds may be used for professional development,4
supplemental materials, training, administrative staffing of the5
program, site visits, recruiting bilingual teachers and instructional6
aides, program evaluation, and coaching.7

(37) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2016 and $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for9
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the urban school turnaround10
initiative as follows:11

(a) The office of the superintendent of public instruction shall12
provide grants of equal amounts to two schools that have previously13
received urban school turnaround initiative grants. The purpose of14
these grants is to assist the schools in maintaining gains made as a15
result of work completed under the original program, while also16
phasing out state funding support of the program.17

(b) The office shall allocate the funds under this subsection18
(36) to the school district to be used exclusively in the selected19
schools. The district may not charge an overhead or indirect fee for20
the allocated funds or supplant other state, federal, or local funds21
in the selected schools. The school district shall use the funds for22
intensive supplemental instruction, services, and materials in the23
selected schools, including but not limited to professional24
development for school staff; updated curriculum, materials, and25
technology; extended learning opportunities for students; reduced26
class size; summer enrichment activities; school-based health27
clinics; and other research-based initiatives to dramatically turn28
around the performance and close the achievement gap in the schools.29
The office shall enter into an expenditure agreement with the school30
district under which any funds under this subsection (41) remaining31
unspent on August 31, 2017, shall be returned to the state.32
Priorities for the expenditure of the funds shall be determined by33
the leadership and staff of each school.34

(38) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2016 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the Kip Tokuda memorial37
Washington civil liberties public education program. The38
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superintendent of public instruction shall award grants consistent1
with RCW 28A.300.410.2

(39) $652,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2016 is provided solely for the administration of the4
preliminary scholastic aptitude test to ninth and tenth grade5
participants in the college bound program. The superintendent of6
public instruction shall partner with a national nonprofit7
organization that offers the aptitude test and that will provide: (i)8
Early and annual feedback on student progress; (ii) detailed9
performance feedback connected to Washington's standards,10
instruction, and assessments; (iii) access to state-of-the-art11
learning tools including free, personalized practice; (iv) access to12
college and career planning tools; (v) personalized information13
packets to high-achieving, low-income students to increase the number14
of applications from this group of students to public four-year15
institutions of higher education and independent, nonprofit16
baccalaureate degree-granting institutions in Washington; and (vi)17
for income eligible students, the opportunity to take the preliminary18
scholastic aptitude test in eleventh grade at no cost, to take the19
scholastic aptitude test twice at no cost, and access to additional20
tools and score reports at no cost.21

(40)(a) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for22
fiscal year 2016 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation23
for fiscal year 2017 is provided solely for a grant to an entity that24
is exempt from taxation under Title 26 U.S.C. Sec. 501(c)(3) of the25
federal internal revenue code of 1986, as amended, as of the26
effective date of this section, that is affiliated and in good27
standing with a national congressionally chartered organization's28
standards under 36 U.S.C., subtitle II, part B, and that:29

(i) Is facility-based and provides proven and tested30
recreational, educational, and character-building programs for31
children ages six to eighteen years of age;32

(ii) Provides after school and summer programs in a minimum of33
fifty communities statewide, with youth development services34
available at least twenty hours weekly during the school year and for35
thirty hours weekly during summer programming;36

(iii) Has adopted standards for care that at a minimum include37
staff ratios, staff training, health and safety standards, and38
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mechanisms for assessing and enforcing the program's compliance with1
the standards;2

(iv) Provides a process to receive and resolve parental3
complaints; and4

(v) Conducts national criminal background checks for all5
employees and volunteers who work with children.6

(b) The grant shall be used to pilot a program of academic,7
innovation, and mentoring. The purpose of the program is to enable8
eligible neighborhood youth development entities to provide out-of-9
school time programs for youth six to eighteen years of age that10
include educational services, mentoring, and linkages to positive,11
pro-social leisure and recreational activities. The programs must be12
designed for mentoring and academic enrichment that include at least13
two of the following three activity areas:14

(i) Science, technology, engineering, and math (STEM);15
(ii) Homework support and high-yield learning opportunities; and16
(iii) Career exploration.17
(c) The entity receiving the grant shall conduct the pilot in at18

least five communities statewide. The office of the superintendent of19
public instruction shall submit a report to the appropriate education20
and fiscal committees of the legislature by December 31, 2015, and a21
final report by December 31, 2016. The report shall outline the22
programs established, target populations, and pre- and post-testing23
results.24

(41) $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2016 and $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the office of the27
superintendent of public instruction to partner with a nonprofit28
organization providing music curriculum for kindergarten and first29
grade students and establish a grant program that provides start-up30
costs and materials for integrated music curriculum that links31
together other core curriculum. Preference shall be given to Title 132
schools, head start programs, early childhood education and33
assistance program sites, high poverty schools, schools with high34
mobility, and schools with low student achievement.35

(42) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2016 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state37
appropriation for fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for the38
computer science and education grant program to support the following39
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three purposes: Train and credential teachers in computer sciences;1
provide and upgrade technology needed to learn computer science; and,2
for computer science frontiers grants to introduce students to and3
engage them in computer science. The office of the superintendent of4
public instruction must use the computer science learning standards5
adopted pursuant to Substitute House Bill No. 1813 (computer science)6
in implementing the grant, to the extent possible. Additionally,7
grants provided for the purpose of introducing students to computer8
science are intended to support innovative ways to introduce and9
engage students from historically underrepresented groups, including10
girls, low-income students, and minority students, to computer11
science and to inspire them to enter computer science careers. Grant12
funds for the computer science and education grant program may be13
expended only to the extent that they are equally matched by private14
sources for the program, including gifts, grants, or endowments.15

(43) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2017 is provided solely for core-plus grants to school districts17
to align career and technical education courses and skills center18
courses with the needs of high demand industries. Grants may be used19
for curriculum or supplies and materials to support core-plus20
courses.21

(44) $173,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2017 is provided solely for contracted translation services to23
provide access to information about essential education programs for24
limited-English speaking students and students' legal guardians.25
Documents shall be translated into all major languages spoken in26
Washington state consistent with state and federal requirements.27
Documents that contain information about graduation requirements,28
special education, complaint procedures, assessment information,29
educational programs, and legal protections shall be translated.30

(45) $170,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2017 is provided solely for activities related to healthy32
schools - healthy kids and healthiest next generation activities in33
collaboration and partnership with the department of health.34

(46) $1,461,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for35
fiscal year 2017 is provided solely for a contract with a36
nongovernmental entity or entities for demonstration sites to improve37
the educational outcomes of students who are dependent pursuant to38
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chapter 13.34 RCW pursuant to Fourth Substitute House Bill No. 19991
(foster youth edu. outcomes).2

(a) Of the amount provided in this subsection, $446,000 of the3
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2017 is provided4
solely for the demonstration site established pursuant to the5
2013-2015 omnibus appropriations act, section 202(10), chapter 4,6
Laws of 2013, 2nd sp. sess.7

(b) Of the amount provided in this subsection, $1,015,000 of the8
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2017 is provided9
solely for a second demonstration site that includes a school10
district or school district with a significant number of dependent11
students. The office of the superintendent of public instruction, in12
collaboration with the department of social and health services13
children's administration and the contracted nongovernmental entity14
or entities, shall select a second demonstration site for15
implementation after July 1, 2016.16

(47) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2017 is provided solely for implementation of Third18
Substitute House Bill No. 1682 (homeless students). If the bill is19
not enacted by June 30, 2016, the amount provided in this subsection20
shall lapse.21

(48) $1,242,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for22
fiscal year 2017 is provided solely for implementation of Fourth23
Substitute House Bill No. 1541 (educational opportunity gap). If the24
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2016, the amount provided in this25
subsection shall lapse.26

(49) $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2017 is provided solely for the legislative youth advisory28
council, consistent with RCW 28A.300.801.29

(50) $249,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal30
year 2017 is provided solely for implementation of Second Substitute31
House Bill No. 1900 (school counselor, etc.). If the bill is not32
enacted by June 30, 2016, the amount provided in this subsection33
shall lapse.34

(51) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2017 is provided solely for implementation of Second Substitute36
House Bill No. 2449 (truancy reduction). If the bill is not enacted37
by June 30, 2016, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.38
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(52) $82,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2017 is provided solely for implementation of Substitute House2
Bill No. 2381 (school counselors task force). If the bill is not3
enacted by June 30, 2016, the amount provided in this subsection4
shall lapse.5

(53) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal6
year 2016 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for7
fiscal year 2017 are provided solely for a skilled workforce8
development high school summer internship pilot project. The office9
of the superintendent of public instruction shall select two high10
schools from the largest urban school district in the state who will11
in turn select 10 students each, who have completed their junior12
year, to participate in a 5 1/2 week summer internship. The selected13
high schools must partner with the port of Seattle and manufacturing14
and maritime employers, who are committed to fostering the15
development of local youth into a skilled workforce, to provide16
internships for the selected students. The office of the17
superintendent of public instruction must submit a report to the18
legislature by December 1, 2016, summarizing the successes and19
failures of the pilot project and provide recommendations for any20
future actions. Expenditure of the amounts in this section is21
contingent on receipt by the school district of a fifty percent match22
in funding from nonstate sources.23

(54) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2017 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of25
public instruction to implement the summer knowledge improvement26

The governor's designee9
and the exclusive bargaining representative or representatives are10
authorized to enter into supplemental bargaining of agency-specific11
issues for inclusion in or as an addendum to the master collective12
bargaining agreement, subject to the parties' agreement regarding the13
issues and procedures for supplemental bargaining. This section does14
not prohibit cooperation and coordination of bargaining between two15
or more exclusive bargaining representatives.16

funds to the legislature according to the provisions of subsection5
(3) of this section, except as provided in (c)(iii) of this6
subsection.7

(ii) In the case of bargaining agreements reached between the8
University of Washington and exclusive bargaining representatives9
agreed to under the provisions of this chapter, if appropriations are10
necessary to implement the compensation and fringe benefit provisions11
of a bargaining agreement, the governor shall submit a request for12
such funds to the legislature according to the provisions of13
subsection (3) of this section, except as provided in this subsection14
(4)(c)(ii) and as provided in (c)(iii) of this subsection.15

(A) If appropriations of less than ten thousand dollars are16
necessary to implement the provisions of a bargaining agreement, a17
request for such funds shall not be submitted to the legislature by18
the governor unless the request has been submitted to the director of19
the office of financial management by October 1 prior to the20
legislative session at which the request is to be considered.21

(B) If appropriations of ten thousand dollars or more are22
necessary to implement the provisions of a bargaining agreement, a23
request for such funds shall not be submitted to the legislature by24

(I) Has been submitted to the director of the office of financial26
management by October 1 prior to the legislative session at which the27
request is to be considered; and28

(II) Has been certified by the director of the office of29
financial management as being feasible financially for the state.30

or its successor, representing each of the two largest caucuses. The20
governor shall periodically consult with the committee regarding21
appropriations necessary to implement the compensation and fringe22
benefit provisions in the master collective bargaining agreements,23
and upon completion of negotiations, advise the committee on the24
elements of the agreements and on any legislation necessary to25
implement the agreements.26

(6) If, after the compensation and fringe benefit provisions of27
an agreement are approved by the legislature, a significant revenue28
shortfall occurs resulting in reduced appropriations, as declared by29
proclamation of the governor or by resolution of the legislature,30
both parties shall immediately enter into collective bargaining for a31
mutually agreed upon modification of the agreement.32

(7) After the expiration date of a collective bargaining33
agreement negotiated under this chapter, all of the terms and34
conditions specified in the collective bargaining agreement remain in35
effect until the effective date of a subsequently negotiated36
agreement, not to exceed one year from the expiration date stated in37
the agreement. Thereafter, the employer may unilaterally implement38
according to law.39
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(8) For the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium, a collective bargaining1
agreement related to employee health care benefits negotiated between2
the employer and coalition pursuant to RCW 41.80.020(3) regarding the3
dollar amount expended on behalf of each employee shall be a separate4
agreement for which the governor may request funds necessary to5
implement the agreement. The legislature may act upon a 2013-20156
collective bargaining agreement related to employee health care7
benefits if an agreement is reached and submitted to the office of8
financial management and legislative budget committees before final9
legislative action on the biennial or supplemental operating10
appropriations act by the sitting legislature.11

(9)(a) For the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the governor may12
request funds to implement:13

(i) Modifications to collective bargaining agreements as set14
forth in a memorandum of understanding negotiated between the15
employer and the exclusive bargaining representative that were16
necessitated by an emergency situation or an imminent jeopardy17
determination by the center for medicare and medicaid services that18
relates to the safety or health of the clients, employees, or both19
clients and employees, as well as funding for impacted positions20
covered by separate collective bargaining agreements; and21

(ii) Unilaterally implemented modifications to collective22
bargaining agreements, resulting from the employer being prohibited23
from negotiating with an exclusive bargaining representative due to a24
pending representation petition, necessitated by an emergency25
situation or an imminent jeopardy determination by the center for26
medicare and medicaid services that relates to the safety or health27
of the clients, employees, or both clients and employees.28

(b) For the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature may act29
upon the request for funds for modifications to a 2015-201730
collective bargaining agreement under (a)(i) and (ii) of this31
subsection, as well as funding for impacted positions covered by32
separate collective bargaining agreements if funds are requested by33
the governor before final legislative action on the supplemental34
omnibus appropriations act by the sitting legislature.35

(c) The request for funding made under this subsection and any36
action by the legislature taken pursuant to this subsection shall be37
limited to the modifications described in this subsection and shall38
not otherwise affect the original terms of the 2015-2017 collective39
bargaining agreement.40
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(d) Subsections (3)(a) and (b) of this section do not apply to1
requests for funding made pursuant to this subsection.2

Sec. 912.  RCW 43.79.201 and 2011 1st sp.s. c 50 s 945 are each3
amended to read as follows:4

(1) The charitable, educational, penal and reformatory5
institutions account is hereby created, in the state treasury, into6
which account there shall be deposited all moneys arising from the7
sale, lease or transfer of the land granted by the United States8
government to the state for charitable, educational, penal and9
reformatory institutions by section 17 of the enabling act, or10
otherwise set apart for such institutions, except all moneys arising11
from the sale, lease, or transfer of that certain one hundred12
thousand acres of such land assigned for the support of the13

biennium, the legislature may transfer from the charitable,25
educational, penal and reformatory institutions account to the state26
general fund such amounts as reflect excess fund balance of the27
account.28

Sec. 913.  RCW 43.79.460 and 2011 2nd sp.s. c 9 s 908 are each29
amended to read as follows:30

(1) The savings incentive account is created in the custody of31
the state treasurer. The account shall consist of all moneys32
appropriated to the account by the legislature. The account is33
subject to the allotment procedures under chapter 43.88 RCW, but no34
appropriation is required for expenditures from the account.35

(2) Within the savings incentive account, the state treasurer may36
create subaccounts to be credited with incentive savings attributable37

(e) State retirement system obligations.29
(4) The office of financial management, after consulting with the30

legislative fiscal committees, shall report the amount of savings31
incentives achieved.32

(5) For fiscal year 2010, the legislature may transfer from the33
savings incentive account to the state general fund such amounts as34
reflect the fund balance of the account attributable to unspent state35
general fund appropriations for fiscal year 2009. For fiscal year36

planning, marine spatial planning, data compilation, research, or1
monitoring, and any appropriations made to the account must be2
deposited in the account.

If expenditures relating to coastal25
waters are made in a manner that differs substantially from the26
Washington coastal marine advisory council's recommendations, the27
responsible agency receiving the appropriation shall provide the28
council and appropriate committees of the legislature with a written29
explanation.30

(5) During the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature may31
transfer from the marine resources stewardship trust account to the32
aquatic lands enhancement account such amounts as reflect the excess33
fund balance of the account.34

The chief of the Washington state patrol shall be the chief37
enforcing officer to assure the proper enforcement of such rules and38
regulations.

All moneys received by the state liquor and cannabis board, or any23
employee thereof, from marijuana-related activities must be deposited24
in the account. Unless otherwise provided in chapter 4, Laws of 201525
2nd sp. sess., all marijuana excise taxes collected from sales of26
marijuana, useable marijuana, marijuana concentrates, and marijuana-27
infused products under RCW 69.50.535, and the license fees,28
penalties, and forfeitures derived under this chapter from marijuana29
producer, marijuana processor, marijuana researcher, and marijuana30
retailer licenses, must be deposited in the account.

Upon4
the election, the county shall keep a record of all fines,5
forfeitures, reimbursements, and costs assessed and collected, in6
