MISCELLANEOQOUS

Sec. 901. Section 1, chapter 158, Laws of 1963 as last amended by
section 59, chapter 57, Laws of 1985 and RCW 46.08.172 are each amended to
read as follows:

There is hereby established an account in the state treasury to be known

as the "state capitol vehicle parking account". The director of the

department of general administration shall establish an equitable and

consistent employee parking rental fee for state owned or leased property,

effective July 1, 1988. All fees shall take into account the market rate of

comparable privately owned rental parking, as determined by the director. All

unpledged parking rental income collected by the department of general
administration from rental of parking space on the capitol grounds and the
east capitol site shall be deposited in the "state capitol vehicle parking
account". All earnings of investments of balances in the state capitol
vehicle parking account shall be credited to the general fund.

The "state capitol vehicle parking account" shall be used to pay costs
incurred in the operation, maintenance, regulation and enforcement of vehicle

parking and parking facilities at the state capitol.
