Historical Comparisons — Operating Only

The information displayed on the following pages reflects historical data for the Omnibus Operating Budget and
operating amounts from the Transportation Budget. These data exclude amounts from the Capital Budget and
capital amounts from the Transportation Budget. These data differ from amounts displayed in previous
Legislative Budget Notes documents. These differences result from the reconstruction of historical data to
optimize comparability with current budget formats. As in previous versions of the Legislative Budget Notes,
data for the immediate past biennium have been updated. Previously, unreconstructed actual data were displayed
for 2007-09; the following tables and graphs display data reflecting recast 2007-09 expenditures and staffing.
Also, numerous changes between or among agencies and programs resulted from action during the 2010
legislative session. For example, various activities were transferred from the Department of Commerce to other
agencies, among them:

o Rural Narcotics Enforcement, Drug Prosecution Assistance, and Project Safe Neighborhoods were
transferred to the Criminal Justice Training Commission;

o Residential Substance Abuse Treatment and Juvenile Drug Courts were transferred to DSHS;

e Forensic Sciences Improvement and Post-Conviction DNA Analysis were transferred to the Washington
State Patrol;

e the State Building Code Council was transferred to the Department of General Administration;
responsibility for the Emergency Food Program (which Commerce shared with the Department of
General Administration) was transferred to the Department of Agriculture;

o the Developmental Disabilities Council and Endowment Trust Fund was transferred to the Department of
Health;

o the Energy Facility Site Evaluation Council was transferred to the Utilities and Transportation
Commission;

e the Washington State Main Street Program was transferred to the Department of Archeology and Historic
Preservation.

These changes decreased expenditures and staff for Governmental Operations and increased expenditures and
staff for other functional areas of government. Conversely, funding for the Municipal Research Council was
transferred into the Department of Commerce.

Data reconstruction required by other action during the 2010 legislative session has yet to be completed but is
relatively immaterial compared to the changes for the Department of Commerce.
